Nomvula Kabini was discovered by a St Cyprian’s School parent, selling
her dolls along a dusty road in Maphotla in the Northern Province, in an
attempt to support her two children.

The little beaded dolls seemed the perfect symbols for the embryonic “...
girl-child in Afrika” initiative, so a number of dolls were brought back to
St Cyprian’s School.

Thousands of Nomvula’s dolls have since been sold all over the world,
mostly by school children and St Cyprian’s Union members. Nomvula
grew her entrepreneurial initiative into a business that now provides
employment for many people in her village. While Nomvula no longer
lives in Maphotla, she has left a legacy there. Hundreds of women, taught
by her, continue to offer their creations to St Cyprian’s School, ensuring
an ongoing income for their families. This project that restored the
dignity and self worth of many poor rural women.
